
 

TO KIDS DAY INN PARENTS 
 

We are looking forward to having your child as a part of our Kids Day Inn program.   The 

first days of school are September 12, 2011 for Monday classes, September 15, 2011 for 

Thursday classes and September 16, 2011 for Friday classes.  The hours are 9:15am to 

1:15pm.   

 
WHAT TO BRING 

Remember to send a sack lunch, a drink in a cup and appropriate utensils.   Also, 

bring a large book bag or diaper bag.   You should include diapering supplies, if needed, 

and a change of clothing, including a jacket, when necessary.    Even “grown-up” 3 year-

olds need to bring a change of clothing just in case!    Please put your child’s name on 

each item.  
 

WHAT TO WEAR 

The children need to be dressed in play clothes.   Athletic-style tennis shoes are 

required.   Remember no diapers in the 3-yr-old classes (pull-ups with side tabs are 

acceptable) and no “binkies” in any class.
